The Knights of Columbus, Mt. Shasta Council #2599 grants scholarships to qualifying seniors from three
south county parishes: Holy Family Parish in Weed, St. Anthony’s Parish in Mt. Shasta, and St. John’s
Parish in Dunsmuir.

C. Have a minimum grade point average (GPA) of 2.0 throughout all of high school.
D. Intend to enroll at an accredited college or vocational school after graduation.

3. Present the application to your pastor for completion of item 7.
